Boodskap van die Voorsitter - November 2017 

Ek was bevoorreg om so maand gelede die PSSA se Nasionale Kongres in Johannesburg by te woon. 

Die tema was Straatfotografie met n genre wat deesdae al hoe gewilder raak.  Dit is my mening dat 

persone wat ‘n PSSA konges bywoon dit gewoonlik baie geniet. Hierdie kongres was nie so groot 

(getalle gewys) soos van die ander kongresse in die verlede nie, maar die klein aantal mense wat dit 

bygewoon het, het dit net soveel meer intiem ervaar met meer fotografie geleenthede wat gebied is. 

Daar was by party mense die vrees dat Johannesburg ‘n baie “onveilige” plek is, waar ‘n mens nie 

sommer net loop en fotos neem nie. Dit is dalk waar onder sekere omstandighede, maar die PSSA het 

‘n Sekuriteitsmaakskappy gehuur wat hierna omgesien het en ek kan nie dink wanneer laas ek so op 

my gemak was om in n stad, wat nog van Johannesburg, se strate te kon rondloop nie. 

Daar was uitstaande sprekers (elkeen ‘n spesialis met ‘n spesifieke tema) wat soveel kennis en 

ervaring oorgedra het. Die praktiese sessies wat gevolg het was ongelooflik lekker en baie van ons het 

eintlik gewens dit kan langer aanhou. Ek wil egter die hoofspreker by die kongres uitsonder. Ibarionex 

Perello van die VSA is in my oë absoluut ‘n meester in Straatfotografie en die meeste van ons het 

meer by hom gedurende die paar dae van die kongres van Straatfotografie geleer, as wat ons tot 

daardie stadium oor die jare heen  geleer het. Enkele terme/begrippe het skielik baie meer sin gemaak. 

Hier dink ek aan: “Chasing the light; Separation between light & shadow; Lines of shadows; the 

gesture in the scene makes it a strong image; always be aware of elements in the corners; look beyond 

the subject; do not use a flash; getting in very close - very tight; intentional amputation is allowed & 

shots of only the feet is acceptable; repetition in a scene works well; same colours in different areas in 

the picture enhance the impact;  Daarby het hy deurlopend gesê “I make a picture” en nooit “I take a 

picture”. Hy beklemtoon dit om geduldig te wees en om “Set up the scene before making the picture” 

So sal hy lank op ‘n plek gaan staan en wag totdat die regte oomblik aanbreek om die knoppie te druk. 

Dit kan vergelyk word met iemand wat wag by ‘n watergat vir diere om op te daag en vir die regte 

aksie om plaas te vind.  Ibarinex is daarby ook uitstekende met die ontleding en terugvoer van fotos 

wat geneem is en hy het na my mening die kuns vervolmaak om elke keer alles met eenslag in ‘n foto 

waar te neem om kommentaar op te kan lewer.  

 

Baie dankie vir Hennie Kartsen vir sy moeite met die samestelling van ‘n “Composite” kusus wat hy 

daarna baie suksesvol gedurende Oktober aangebied het aan ‘n groep van 11 persone wat hoofsaaklik 

deur ons klublede bygewoon is. 

 

Ten slotte wil ek vir Francois Roux wat verkies is tot Eerste Vise President vir PSSA  vir 2018 asook

Nine Tips for Great Photos 

1. Know Your Subject 

a. Know what you want you’re 

subject to be. 

b. Avoid distractions. Ensure 

that the he viewer’s eye goes 

to the subject – it must be 

clear, obvious, and 

unambiguous. 

 

2. Draw Attention to Your Subject 

a. For a start, just concentrate on 

this one technique of drawing 

attention to your subject: 

Make the subject fill the 

frame. It doesn’t matter if 

you’re photographing an 

infant, a child, an adult, or a 

tiger. It doesn’t matter what 

camera you’re using.  

b. This simple trick will work 

every time with any camera. 

Just get in close and fill the 

frame with your subject.  

c. Ask yourself: “Does the image 

I see draw attention to my 

subject?” and ask, “Do I see 

anything in the frame that 

might distract the eye of the 

viewer from my subject?” 

 

3. Simplify! 

a. Any objects that detract 

attention. If you see any, get 

rid of them! That’s what is 

meant by simplify.  

b. One way is to move it. 

Suppose you see a distracting 

wastepaper basket in the 

picture. Perhaps you can pick 

it up and move it out of view.  

 

 

 

Or you see a distracting piece 

of paper on the floor. Pick it 

up! 

c. Sometimes you can’t move 

the object, but you can move 

your camera. Often, just 

taking a step or two will do 

the trick. 

d. Or—and this is often the best 

solution—get in closer and fill 

the frame with your subject so 

that the distracting object in 

the background disappears. 

 

4. Watch for Interesting Angles 

a. It is recommended to look up 

and down, exploring images 

from unexpected angles.  

b. Pros often shoot at knee level 

or lie flat on the ground for a 

dramatic, low-angle shot.  

c. A good overall scenic view of 

a park or town square can 

often be captured better from 

an upper story window.  

d. Remember—you don’t need a 

fancy camera to find a fresh 

angle. All you need is 

imagination. 

 

5. Experiment 

a. Most seasoned news 

photographers, before 

anything else, they 

generally, make a “safe” 

picture. That is, a 

straightforward image that 

tells the newspaper story: 

Who, what, when, where, and 

how.  

 

 

b. Then (and this is the tip) they 

keep shooting, seeking 

interesting angles and framing 
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possibilities that might tell the 

story better.  

c. It’s worth spending a few 

extra moments to get a more 

powerful picture. That’s 

because the extra pictures you 

take, trying for a better angle, 

are the ones that will 

transform you from a snap 

shooter to a photographer. 

 

6. Consider Black-and-White 

a. There are some photographs 

that just look better in a 

monochromatic form.  

b. It could be sepia-and-white or 

blue/black-and-white, as well. 

c. Bright colours a in a scene can 

sometimes be distracting – 

Black and White can tone the 

colours down, making it a 

more pleasing photograph. 

d. Black and White allow you to 

capture the “soul” of a person. 

 

7. Decide: Horizontal or Vertical? 

a. If either a horizontal or 

vertical composition is clearly 

better for showing your 

subject, then use the one that 

works better.  

b. But even with subjects that 

don’t have strong vertical 

elements, such as 

landscapes, try viewing both 

horizontal and vertical images 

before you take the picture. 

c. When in doubt, shoot the 

scene both ways and leave the 

final decision for later when 

you see the prints, or view 

your images on your computer 

screen. Use all your options. 

 

 

 

 

 

8. Don’t Use Flash When It Hurts. 

a. Flash will hurt your picture if 

you have two subjects where 

one is three feet from the 

camera and the other is eight 

feet away.  

b. The flash will either turn the 

closer one into a bright, 

burned-out blob or fail to 

sufficiently light the subject 

farther away, or both. 

c. Solution?  Either turn off the 

flash or move the subjects so 

they are an equal distance 

from your flash. 

 

9. Rule of Thirds. 

a. You may be able to make it 

more interesting by placing 

your subject off to one side or 

the other.  

b. Don’t crush your subject 

against the edge of the frame. 

c. Rather, place your subject 

about one-third off to either 

side 

d. Decide whether you object 

should be on the left or on the 

right of the frame. 
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 Famous Photographers of All Time  

If you want to take truly memorable and 

moving photographs, you can learn something 

by studying the pictures of famous 

photographers. Some of the most beloved 

artists are deceased, but some are still 

delighting us with their photographs. The list 

below includes some of the more famous 

photographers that still impact our lives today. 

1. Ansel Adams is probably the most easily 

recognized name of any photographer. His 

landscapes are stunning; he achieved an 

unparalleled level of contrast using creative 

darkroom work. You can improve your own 

photos by reading Adams’ own thoughts as he 

grew older, when he wished that he had kept 

himself strong enough physically to continue 

his work. 

2. Yousuf Karsh has taken photographs that 

tell a story, and that are more easily 

understood than many others. Each of his 

portraits tells you all about the subject. He felt 

as though there was a secret hidden behind 

each woman and man. Whether he captures a 

gleaming eye or a gesture done totally 

unconsciously, these are times when humans 

temporarily lose their masks. Karsh’s portraits 

communicate with people. 

3. Robert Capa has taken many famous war-

time photographs. He has covered five wars,  

 

 

even though the name “Robert Capa” was only 

the name placed to the photos that Endre 

Friedman took and that were marketed under 

the “Robert Capa” name. Friedman felt that if 

you were not close enough to the subject, then 

you wouldn’t get a good photograph. He was 

often in the trenches with soldiers when he 

took photographs, while most other war 

photographers took photos from a safe 

distance. 

4. Henri Cartier-Bresson has a style that 

makes him a natural on any top ten 

photographer list. His style has undoubtedly 

influenced photography as much as anyone 

else’s. He was among the first to use 35mm 

film, and he usually shot in black and white. 

We are not graced by more of his work, since 

he gave up the craft about 30 years before he 

passed away. It’s sad that there are fewer 

photographs by Cartier-Bresson to enjoy. 

5. Dorothea Lange took photographs during 

the Great Depression. She took the famous 

photo of a migrant mother, which is said to be 

one of the best-known photographs in history. 

In the 1940s, she also photographed the 

Japanese internment camps, and these 

photographs show sad moments in American 

history. 
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6. Jerry Uelsman created unique images with 

composite photographs. Being very talented in 

the darkroom, he used this skill in his 

composites. He never used digital cameras, 

since he felt that his creative process was more 

suited to the darkroom. 

7. Annie Leibovitz does fine photographic 

portraits and is most well known for her work 

with Vanity Fair and Rolling Stone magazine. 

Her photographs are intimate, and describe the 

subject. She’s unafraid of falling in love with 

the people she photographed. 

8. Brassaï is the pseudonym for Gyula Halasz, 

and he was well known for his photographs of 

ordinary people. He was proof that you don’t 

have to travel far to find interesting subjects. 

He used ordinary people for his subjects, and 

his photos are still captivating. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

9. Brian Duffy was a British photographer 

who shot fashion in the 1960s and 70s. He lost 

his photographic interest at one time and 

burned many negatives, but then he began 

taking photos again a year before he died. 

10. Jay Maisel is a famous modern 

photographer. His photos are simple; he 

doesn’t use complex lighting or fancy 

cameras. He often only takes one lens on 

photo outings, and he enjoys taking photos of 

shapes and lights that he finds interesting. 

Of course there are other famous 

photographers that you may want to add to this 

list.

Depictions of these scenes 

may include human elements or domestic animals. Manipulation is NOT allowed. 
2. Nature  Images must be of animals, birds, insects, reptiles, marine or plant life, such that a 

well-informed person could testify to its true representation. Emphasis will be 

placed on action and storytelling above aesthetics. Images depicting cultivated 

plants, domestic animals, still life studies, mounted specimens or museum Images 

depicting cultivated plants, domestic animals, still life studies, mounted specimens 

or museum exhibits are not allowed. Only images that do not alter the truth of the 

photographic statement will be eligible and Digital manipulations are not allowed 

in this section. Nature landscapes that do not contain any human elements and 

Monochrome nature images are eligible for this section. NO MACRO NATURE 

or NATURE LANDSCAPE images may be entered into this category. 
3. PJ / Sport PJ entries shall consist of images or sequences with informative content and/or 

emotional impact, including human interest, documentary and spot news. The 

journalistic value of the image will be considered over the pictorial quality. In the 

interests of credibility, images which misrepresent the truth, such as manipulation 

to alter the subject matter or situations, or which are set up for the purpose of 

photography, are unacceptable in the PJ section. Typical images in this category 

should be what we see published as newsworthy in magazines and newspapers. 
Great sport photos not only convey extraordinary physical feats, but also reveal 

something of the raw emotion behind them. The image should be striking and may 

include sport competitions and activities and crowd interaction, in any sport. 

Digital manipulation is not allowed in this section. 
4. Visual Arts / 

Altered Reality 
Contemporary photography may be defined as the concept that stimulates the 

mind of the viewer to interpret the message conveyed through the creative use of 

line, form and colour. This definition specifically includes darkroom or computer 

generated/manipulated images. Altered Reality is a more accurate description, 

implying the photograph has been altered or manipulated to provide an image that 

deviates from accepted reality 
5. Macro Macro – a photographic situation where you get close to a small subject by 

physical or optical means. Starting at approximately ¼ life size i.e. when the 

subject being photographed is four (4) times the size of the film plane (i.e. film or 
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digital sensor). There is no limit on the upper end. Manipulation is NOT allowed. 

6. Portrait 

(Humans only) 
Head and shoulders or full figure of a person(s). depicting the subject’s character 

or emotion at that moment. A portrait arrests our gaze for what it reveals. 

However fleeting the moment, the photographer must connect with the subject and 

extend the connection to us. Manipulation IS allowed. 
7. Table Tops / 

Still Life 
A still life is a work of art depicting mostly inanimate subject matter, typically 

commonplace objects which may be either natural (food, flowers, plants, rocks, or 

shells) or man-made (drinking glasses, books, vases, jewellery, coins, pipes, and 

so on). Still life photo’s give the photographer more leeway in the arrangement of 

design elements within a composition than do photos of other types of subjects 

such as landscape or portraiture. 
8. Architecture The category contains all sorts of buildings (houses, town halls, libraries, 

skyscrapers, etc. and other structures bridges, monuments and memorials , dams, 

windmills, lookout tower, etc.). Architectural photography highlights the beauty of 

the structure’s architectural form or elements and communicates Architectural 

photography highlights the beauty of the structure’s architectural form or elements 

and communicates the ambiance of a manmade structure. Images should be 

aesthetic and graphic; they should also provide dynamism and movement – so 

play with the lines, the light and the shadows to provide interest and consider the 

hierarchy of levels and areas. Architecture is built on the principle of symmetry, 

so capturing this symmetry will ultimately reinforce the subject matter and 

hopefully strengthen the composition. Alternatively break free of the cold and 

sterile straight lines and rectilinear angles and follow the principles of nature by 

including curves and circles in the form of shadows or reflections. Digital 

manipulation is allowed in this section. 
Street / Travel 

Photography 

Street Photography is a branch of realistic fine-art photography that, 

traditionally, records un-posed scenes in public places (streets, parks, restaurants, 

stores, museums, libraries, airports; train, bus, and subway stations, etc.). The 

primary subject is people and/or symbols of people, at rest or in motion, alone or 

with others, going about their everyday activities. Framing and timing is often key 

aspects of the craft with the aim to create images at a decisive or poignant 

moment. Digital manipulation is not allowed in this category. 

Photo Travel: 

A Photo Travel image expresses the characteristic features or culture of a land as 

they are found naturally. 

There are no geographic limitations. Images from events or activities arranged 

specifically for photography, or of subjects directed or hired for photography are 

not appropriate. Close up pictures of people or objects must include features that 

provide information about the environment. 

Techniques that add, relocate, replace or remove any element of the original 

image, except by cropping, are not permitted. The only allowable adjustments are 

removal of dust or digital noise, restoration of the appearance of the original 

scene, and complete conversion to greyscale monochrome. Other derivations, 

including infrared, are not permitted. All images must appear natural.
