The ibis in the photo below was
moving along the water’s edge, 
but then stopped so I could grab
this photo. I focused on the eye, 
but then reframed (a perfect situaƟon
ffor back-buƩon focus!). 

Cool, right?

Plus, if you accidentally let go of the
shuƩer buƩon, you don’t have 
to deal with refocusing. Back-buƩon 
focus stays locked in place.

That’s the power of back-buƩon focus!

TTo set up back-buƩon autofocus does take a bit of fiddling with camera 
seƫngs, which is beyond the scope of this arƟcle. So take a look in your 
camera’s manual (or do a bit of Googling!). It’s worth it, I promise.
3. Use conƟnuous shooƟng to nail the acƟon shots

Bird photography oŌen gives you the opportunity to capture amazing 
acƟon shots. Photos of birds flying through the air, birds diving into the 
water, birds capturing fish.

But heBut here’s the thing:

It’s easy to miss the acƟon if you’re not prepared.
AŌer all, birds move fast.

That’s why conƟnuous shooƟng comes in handy.
PreƩy much all cameras have a conƟnuous shooƟng mode, these days. 
ConƟnuous shooƟng allows you to fire off a burst of photos, generally 
between 5 frames per second and 15 frames per second.
So whenSo whenever you go out to do bird photography, switch your shooƟng mode 
to conƟnuous shooƟng.

And then, when the acƟon heats up, start shooƟng burst rather than single 
shots.
That’s what I did for this liƩle blue heron shot. When the bird began to 
hunt, I started shooƟng in bursts, so I could be sure to get sharp shots 
with the beak near the water!
Will Will you get a lot of throwaway images? Sure.
But you’ll also have a much beƩer chance of geƫng the perfect image. So 
it’s undoubtedly worth it!
You do want to be careful, however, because your camera’s buffer can fill up 
quickly. When that happens, you won’t be able to shoot bursts unƟl the 
camera has processed some of the images.
Just be mindful of your camera’s buffer.

And And you’ll get some shots of a lifeƟme.

4. Choose a shuƩer speed of at least 1/500s (and probably faster)
If you want to capture sharp bird photos, then you have to use a fast 
shuƩer speed.
Because the shuƩer speed is what determines whether you freeze the 
scene, or whether it turns into one unpleasant blur.
NNow, there is no one ideal shuƩer speed. If the bird in your scene is 
staƟonary, you’ll need a much slower shuƩer speed than if the bird in 
your scene is flapping its wings wildly.
But I can give you some recommendaƟons that should ensure you get 
sharp bird photos, consistently.
FiFirst, if you’re shooƟng a moƟonless bird (for instance, a bird that’s 
sleeping or standing sƟll), I recommend using a shuƩer speed of at 
least 1/500th of a second. This is to compensate for the length of 
your lens because longer lenses result in more potenƟal for camera 
shake.
SeSecond, if you’re shooƟng a bird that’s moving at a slow to medium 
speed, around 1/1000th of a second is a good choice. This will freeze 
the movement, but won’t force you to crank up the ISO to compensate 
for underexposure.
ThiThird, if you’re shooƟng a fast-moving bird, you should choose a 
shuƩer speed of at least 1/2000th. If the bird is flying at high speeds, 
then 1/2500th, 1/3200th, or even 1/4000th is a good choice. Birds 
move fast, and you don’t want to end up with a blurry shot because 
your shuƩer speed was a hair too slow.
5. Use the lowest ISO you can afford for noise-free photos
In biIn bird photography, shuƩer speed and ISO tend to balance one 
another out.
If you choose a slower shuƩer speed, you don’t need a high ISO; if 
you choose a high ISO, you don’t need a slow shuƩer speed.
Now, ISO comes with a big downside: The higher the ISO, the more 
noise you’ll get in your photos. And noise is preƩy much always bad.
On the other hand, a high ISO incOn the other hand, a high ISO increases the brightness of your 
photos, which allows you to use a lightning-fast shuƩer speed without 
worry.
So what do you do? How do you choose your ISO?
I recommend you start by determining an acceptable shuƩer speed. 
Use the guidelines in the previous Ɵp if you’re struggling.
Then push Then push your ISO up unƟl you’ve reached your determined shuƩer 
speed – but don’t go any higher than you have to.
Because here’s the thing:
It’s beƩer to get a noisy image than a blurry image. But the holy grail 
of photography is achieving sharp photos without noise.
So keep your ISO to a minimum.
And you’ll get the best possible shot.
ConclusionConclusion
Choosing the best seƫngs for bird photography may seem difficult, but 
it doesn’t have to be.
Just remember the five camera seƫngs that I’ve shared.
And you’ll be capturing amazing photos in no Ɵme!
